Math Time 
In math we have been practicing our 

counting and comparing numbers.  

We talked about one more and one 

less than a number.  We have already 

learned a couple of games that you can 

play at home with your child.  One is 

ñTop-Itò and the other is ñPennyï 

Diceò.  On Top-It you put number 

cards in a pile and each person turns a 

card over.  The person with the largest 

number gets to keep both cards. Con-

tinue until cards are all gone.  In 

Penny ïDice, start with 20 pennies in 

the middle. Each person rolls a die 

and takes that number of pennies.  

Continue until all the pennies are 

gone.  The person with the most 

amount of pennies at the end wins.  

Sometimes we say the one with the 

least amount is the winner .  Both of 

these games work on 

number recognition 

and larger and smaller 

numbers.
